PRESENTATION OF THE PARISH COUNCIL ACCOUNTS TO 31 MARCH 2016 (The Clerk)

The total income for the year was £26,717; £21000 of this was the Precept and £5399 for the VAT reclaimed from expenses the previous year. Expenditure for the year totalled £19,112. The normal annual expenditure items such as insurance, audit, grass cutting and amenity enhancements was similar to the previous year. The net bank balance at the 31.3.17 was £39848, £9506 higher than last the same period last year. Finally, the schedule of the parish council assets totalled £128155, a small decrease on the previous year reflecting the change of planters in the Parish.  The accounts will form the basis of the Annual Audit to be submitted by 5 June 2017.  Councillors APPROVED the
